Beginner Groundwork
Qualifications:

In order to attend this clinic you must have some basic horse knowledge.  If you are new to horses all together and are looking to get a start I would recommend signing up for my beginner lesson program.  During this clinic participants will be using my horses only.  If you are interested in using your own horse please sign up for the advanced groundwork clinic.
Purpose:

This clinic is designed to teach people the basics of groundwork.  During the clinic you will learn the different personality types of horses and how it affects his/her training.  You will learn how to use your body language to command your horse in and out of the round pen.  You will learn how to move all of your horses body parts effectively.  You will also learn the importance of groundwork and how it can be applied to your horses training under saddle.  By learning the basics on a well trained horse you should get a better understanding of how each maneuver is supposed to look and feel like so you can begin to apply them to your horses at home.  A brief session on trailer loading will also be offered to those of you who need help.
Advanced Groundwork
Qualifications:

In order to attend this clinic you must have some basic knowledge of groundwork and the different maneuvers that are involved.  This clinic is designed to help people who have started working with their horses at home and have run into problems or who have been through the beginner groundwork clinic and want to advance their skills.  You may bring your own horse or work with one of mine.  Horses that are brought to the clinic must be able to load on and off a trailer without difficulty and be relatively used to going to a new place.  Your horse must not have any dangerous behaviors.  If you think your horse will disrupt the clinic for others I encourage you to enroll in private training sessions until we get your horse to a place where he can attend without problems.

Purpose:

The purpose of this clinic is to further your knowledge of groundwork and its importance in your horses training.  During the clinic you will learn to control your horses behavior in all aspects of his training including; feeding, turnout, catching, standing tied, during training etc.  We will also work on perfecting the maneuvers that were taught during the beginner clinic.  During this clinic I will also go over any specific problems that each attendee has been having with his/her horse so that we can begin to correct them.  My focus will be in making sure you take home with you the knowledge you need to work safely and effectively with your horse at home.  
Showmanship/Show Ready

Qualifications:

In order to attend this clinic you must have a basic knowledge of what showmanship is and have a desire to show your horse in this or other events.  You may use one of my horses for the clinic or bring your own.  Horses that are brought to the clinic must be well behaved and used to traveling to new places.  If you think your horse might have behavioral problems that will affect other attendees please sign up for my groundwork clinics and/or sign up for some private lessons first to work through these problems.
Purpose:

The purpose of this clinic is to teach people all about showmanship and how to get your horse looking his/her best for the show ring.  We will start the clinic by going over basic maneuvers and helping people with common problem areas.  We will then do at least two different patterns.  I will work with each individual on improving his/her skills according to their level of expertise.  For example:  For the advanced person I will help them perfect each minor detail in order for them to perform to the best of their ability in the show ring.  For the beginner person I will help them to get a better understanding of how to work on each individual maneuver and put them all together to make a perfect pattern.  The second part of this clinic will focus on how to get your horse looking his/her best in the show ring.  We will go over proper feeding and turnout routines that are especially critical in how your horses coat looks.  We will go over proper bathing and clipping techniques.  We will also spend some time learning how to band a mane properly so it lays flat and smooth.  
Collection/Western Pleasure

Qualifications:

In order to attend this clinic you must be able to walk, trot, lope comfortably on a relatively loose rein.  You must have a basic understanding of the three separate gaits and also know your correct leads.  I have horses available for you to use.  If you do bring your own horse it must have good ground manners and be broke to walk, trot and lope comfortably on a relatively loose rein.  He/she must also be able to pick up its correct leads and respond well to its rider’s commands.  No horses with dangerous behavioral problems will be allowed to attend.  If you are having trouble with your horse please enroll in my groundwork clinics or some private lessons.
Purpose:

The purpose of this clinic is to teach participants what collection is and how to achieve it.  We will discuss conformation problems and how they may affect your horse’s performance and how we can get your horse to perform to the best of his/her ability despite flaws.  We will work on softening your horse in the head, neck, shoulders, rib cage and hind quarters.  We will discuss how having control of your horses body parts assists in collection.  Working on collection will also tie into the Western Pleasure.  By the end of the clinic you should have a soft responsive horse that can begin to move softly and collected on a loose rein.  The ultimate pleasure horse!
Horsemanship/Trail

Qualifications:

In order to attend this clinic you must have a strong understanding of Western Pleasure and collection.  Your horse must be able to walk, trot and lope comfortably on a loose rein.  You must have a basic understanding of what Horsemanship and Trail are and what maneuvers you will be asked to perform.  You must know what leads are and how to identify them.  I have horses available for you to use.  If you do bring your own horse it must have good ground manners and be broke to walk, trot and lope comfortably on a relatively loose rein.  He/she must also be able to pick up its correct leads and respond well to its rider’s commands.  No horses with dangerous behavioral problems will be allowed to attend.  If you are having trouble with your horse please enroll in my groundwork clinics or some private lessons.

Purpose:

The purpose of this clinic is to practice Horsemanship and Trail patters to better you and your horse’s abilities.  This clinic will be beneficial to those of you who want to show and be successful in these events.  It will also be beneficial to anyone looking to further their riding skills and get their horse more responsive and respectful under saddle.  During this clinic we will work on the individual maneuvers that go into the patterns then go through a complete pattern in both events.  Advanced patterns will be used but can be broken down or changed slightly for those of you who are just starting out.
**If you are not sure which clinic would best suit you and your horse, please feel free to give me a call and I can help you decide.  If you need help with something specific that is not offered in the above clinics, please let me know.  I would be happy to help you and your horse in any way I can!**
What to Bring

· Your own bucket to water your horse.

· Bottled water for you.

· Any equipment you have that you would like to use during the clinic for example; training halter/longe line, saddle/pad, bridle, longe whip, helmet, etc.

· Paper and pen if you would like to take notes.

· Negative coggins.  I do recommend giving me a copy with your sign up form so you don’t forget the day of the clinic.

· Please make sure your horse is fully groomed before you bring him/her to the clinic.  If you do not have time beforehand please bring brushes with you.

· If your horse is high energy please longe him/her beforehand.  You can also longe them here before we get started.

· Please allow yourself plenty of time before the clinic starts to get your horse ready.  I recommend coming 30 minutes in advance to get your horse acclimated before we begin.
